Boat trips are the highlight and offer the best way to seeing the park’s elephants as well as the huge crocodiles. Birdlife is prolific with the park regarded as one of the finest birding spots in Africa - both for the number of species and the relative ease with which the ‘specials’ can be seen.

The accommodation is a clever mix of stone and canvas chalets and specially-designed family tents. Activities at Mvuu Camp revolve around boating trips on the Shire River and game drives (morning and afternoon/evening). Nature walks and bike rides are also incredibly popular.

The wildlife includes large breeding herds of elephant, plenty of hippo and crocodile, sable antelope, impala, reedbuck, oribi, leopard, serval and lion. Birdlife is prolific with the park regarded as one of the finest birding spots in Africa

Today you will depart Mvuu Camp & make your way to Zomba. Zomba is in southern Malawi, in the Shire Highlands. The city is best known for its British colonial architecture and its location at the base of the dramatic Zomba. Plateau. Zomba Plateau is arguably Zomba's most famous feature. In some parts, it rises to 1800m in height and is covered with vast tracts of African Juniper and Widdringtonia, and other mixed vegetation. The top of the plateau is criss-crossed by streams and is dotted with waterfalls and still lakes. The hike to the top of the Plateau is a popular tourist activity.
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 Zomba Forest Lodge 

Zomba Forest Lodge is a small colonial cottage nestled on the escarpment of Zomba Mountain, just within the Forest Reserve. It lies  in 20 acres of mixed woodland, home to samango and vervet monkeys, a number of antelope and a host of birds, butterflies and flowers.
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We have 4 lovely en-suite bedrooms, and like everything else in the house, they are small but perfectly formed. Each one is simple but stylish and tastefully decorated.  We have 2 double rooms, 1 twin room and 1 that can be made into either a double or a twin so in total we can sleep 8 people. Anymore than that and it would feel a little crowded!
 We have no electricity here but don’t worry, you won’t be sitting around in the dark; we have paraffin lamps, candles and a few solar lanterns as well so at night, it is wonderfully atmospheric. The evenings feel lovely and cosy especially, in the winter with the roaring log fire!
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 To add to the atmosphere, we have two lovely, playful dogs who absolutely love having people around, adults and children alike and would welcome an extra person (or 2, or 3) to play with!
You have been booked into Zomba Forest Lodge for 1 night in 1 Double/Twin room on Half Board Basis.

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Day 7 - Kara O’Mula, Mulanje

Today you will be transferred from Zomba to Kara O’ Mula in Mulanje. Mulanje is a town in the Southern Region, Malawi close to the border of Mozambique. It is near the Mulanje Massif. This considerable freestanding massif rises sheer from the surrounding plateau and contains a hidden world of high altitude grasslands, mysterious hidden valleys and scenic waterfalls. Kara O'Mula Country Lodge is located at a pristine site at the foot of the magnificent Mulanje Mountain. The main structure is a 1905 renovated colonial building that was the residence of the district commissioner. It is 12kms from the Likhubula Falls and the Dziwe la Nkhalamba natural pool.
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Most rooms with views of the great Mulanje Mountain, the surrounding tea estates, the Thyolo Highlands and mountains across the border with Mozambique. The bar has large windows to give you a view of the surroundings while enjoying drinks under the protection of age-old mibawa trees. 

On your second day at Kara O’Mula you will visit Lujeri Tea Estate and go on a Tour into the Tea Factory. Return to the Lodge later in the day.
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You have been booked into Kara O’ Mula for 2 Nights in 1 Double/Twin room for 1 night on Half Board Basis.

Today after breakfast you will make your way to Dedza for an overnight stay at Dedza Pottery Lodge. You will be taken for a tour to the Chongoni Rock Painting Sites after your picnic lunch and return to the Lodge later in the evening.

Dedza is the highest town in Malawi and Dedza mountain, reaching up to over 2,000m, forms the backdrop to this attractive lodge which is situated in beautiful gardens within the grounds of the famous Dedza Pottery, known both for its handmade pottery and for its coffee and cheesecake. 
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The lodge has six spacious rooms carefully placed in a quiet part of the site but conveniently near to the restaurant. The lodge faces West with a wonderful outlook onto Mzengeleza Mountain. There is mains electricity and a backup generator and the rooms are attractively furnished each with its own en suite tiled bathroom, hot shower, mini bar and secure safe. 
Bed linen, mosquito nets, towels, soap, and electric mosquito killers are provided. Electric heaters are provided for the cold weather and fans for the hot season. There is a kitchenette with complimentary tea and coffee. 


You have been booked into Dedza Pottery Lodge for 1 night on a Bed & Breakfast Basis.
